Developing A Proposal
The Challenge:


You will create a proposal from which you will develop a personal theme.  This theme will be used to develop the subject matter of the five works of art that you create this semester.  This process will take place largely in your sketchbook as you add information to it over the semester.

Process:

Create the following lists and briefly explain why you chose this item.

· Ideas and concepts that interest you.

· Media, skills and techniques that you excel at or are interested in learning about and developing.

· Artists that you find interesting.

· Historical eras (could be contemporary) that inspire you.

· Cultures that inspire you.

Ideas and Concepts: Begin collecting and examine what you already have about each of the items on this list.  Add any other items of interest to your list as you come across them.

Media, Skills and Techniques:  Explore the media on your list.  Make notes about the process used, the effects that you achieved and how you could use it/them in future works. Research how it/they have been used in the past.  Find new techniques and try them out.  Make drawings and notes in your sketchbook.

Artists:  You will research the artists on your list and discover other ones as you proceed through your research.  You will need to examine the art of at least 8 to 12 artists.  Find artwork, dates, titles, etc. for each.  Note why each artist is important to you personally and your working style.  

Historical Eras:  You will research at least two specific historical art eras or movements that are important to you as you develop your theme.  Make sure that you make personal notes and understand how that era was important and connect it to your theme using sophisticated thinking and understanding.

Cultures:  Choose at least two different cultures that inspire your work.  You will examine how their artistic style influences you and your art.  Look at many different media and how the artists interpret design, motif, shape, etc. to create a culturally distinct art.  Make sure that you make personal notes and understand why that culture is important.  Connect it to your theme using sophisticated thinking and understanding.

Collect Images:  Begin collecting images from any source that you find of interest.  Make sure that you site your images.  Include these in your sketchbook.  Identify why they are important or interesting to you (text).

Consolidating your Research:

You will look at all of your research and choose a design direction to present to the class.

Presentation of Proposal:

Your Presentation will include the following information.

1. Present your theme along with the concepts, ideas, support documents.

2. Identify artists who inspire you and list the various reasons why.

3. Discuss the medium/media that you believe you will use in the creation of your body of work.  

4. Identify the historical eras and/or cultures that you have examined and are inspired by.  Explain why.

5. Show any other information visual or textual that supports your theme.
